Please find attached NHS Circular PCA (P) (2015) 20 Community Pharmacy: Public Health Service Emergency Hormonal Contraception (EHC) Updated Directions and Service Specification dated 14 September 2015.

Ulipristal (ellaOne®)
From 1 October 2015 it will be possible to supply the pharmacy (P) pack of ulipristal (ellaOne®) tablets without a Patient Group Direction (PGD) as an alternative to the prescription only medicine (POM) pack of levonorgestrel (Levonelle® 1500) tablets on the NHS Highland PGD.
Further guidance will follow as soon as possible since community pharmacists will need to not only take into account the clinical needs of the patient but also local prescribing guidance from NHS Highland as to when to supply ulipristal or levonorgestrel.
Before this date you can still sell ellaOne® over the counter but it should not be written on a CPUS prescription form before 1 October 2015.

What I would suggest is that you order in a small supply of ellaOne® now so that you have some of the pharmacy (P) packs in stock.

The Scottish Government has advised that they will further information about this shortly but it has been added to the Health Board Additional Pharmaceutical Services (Public Health Service) (Scotland) Directions 2015.
