Improving asthma care in Highland: an opportunity for collaboration between General Practice and Community Pharmacy.

Why?: Asthma outcomes in the UK are amongst the poorest in Europe.  This is partly because patients over-rely on their reliever inhalers and do not attend their annual review.  Implementation of the updated SIGN guidelines for asthma could help address this problem but only if we can raise patient awareness.
What?: Dr Dallas will present a simple project that allows General Practice and Community Pharmacy to work together to improve asthma care by educating patients and encouraging review.  We will cover the causes of poor asthma care, the new asthma guidelines and the small simple steps our professional groups can take together to improve care for our patients.
